Pendulum Lab / Exploration 
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String You must start at a 45
degree angle.

"Bob" or weight



You must make sure that:
1. The support is very stable.

2. You measure from the tip of the “free moving” string to the center of the weight.
3. The weight is heavier than the string.

4. You test only one variable at a time and record.

The Task:
Through experimentation, find and record your “recipe” (weight of Bob and Length of string) to achieve a One Second Period. 

A Period is one full swing from the starting point back to the starting point.
A Few Hints for a successful “recipe.” Allow ten (10) periods to swing. Time those ten periods from the start of the first period to the end of the last period. Then you simply divide by ten (10) to get your one-period time. 
Remember; your recipe must be repeatable by a fellow student. Your recipe should have the following information: 

1. The length of string.

2. The weight of the bob.
